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MISSION

The mission of the Pegasus Foundation is to improve animal welfare through effective grantmaking
and education in the United States, the Caribbean, Native American lands and Kenya.

2007 ACCOMPLISHMENTS AND HIGHLIGHTS

In 2007, the Pegasus Foundation provided more than $350,000 in funding to environmental and
animal protection programs in the United States, the Caribbean, Native American lands and Kenya.

The Charles and Barbara Birdsey Education Center at the Foundation’s Caring Fields Animal
Sanctuary was officially dedicated in February. During the year, 250 children and adults attended
programs at the Education Center. An additional 3,000 children were reached through off-site
programs. Also in February, Caring Fields was officially designated a Wildlife Land Trust property.

The Jupiter Island Club Charity Golf Tournament raised $98,000 for the Foundation's Help Us Help
Them Fund, which supports Florida animal welfare programs.

The Pegasus Foundation relocated its Cape Cod office to the new home of the Cape Wildlife Center
in Cummaquid, Massachusetts.

The Foundation’s long involvement in manatee protection achieved a milestone when the Florida
Fish and Wildlife Commission halted its efforts to downlist manatees from an endangered to a
threatened species.

The Pegasus Foundation launched CaribbeanAnimalTourismSupport.org, a new Web site with a
monthly E-newsletter to encourage tourism support of Caribbean animal welfare programs. The
Foundation also updated its CaribbeanAnimalWelfare.org Web site, adding new resources for
Caribbean animal welfare groups.

The Foundation celebrated the passage of the federal Water Resources Development Act, which
provides needed funding to implement long overdue restoration of the Florida Everglades.

Pegasus Executive Director Peter Bender was elected as the President of Animal Grantmakers, an
affinity group of foundations committed to funding animal protection.

The Pegasus Foundation joined the World Society for Protection of Animals’ new international disaster
alliance.

Participate in the World Society for the
Protection of Animal’s Global Outreach
Program by identifying and supporting
new member societies.

Assist in implementing the grand opening
of the new International Center for Earth
Concerns Headquarters in Lakeview,
Montana in August.

e Organize the 10th anniversary conference of Animal Grantmakers in New York City in

November.

e Continue to provide technical assistance and other support to non-profits including the Wildlife
Land Trust, International Center for Earth Concerns, and the Cape Wildlife Center.
